DISCLOSURE OF PECUNIARY INTEREST:  

Councillor Harper declared a conflict of interest with respect to Item #11 listed on the agenda (Applications for Lakeshore Allowance Sales).

GUESTS PRESENT:  Representatives from Bell Mobility John Woods, Mark Evanylo and Mike Powell attended this meeting to address Council’s concerns regarding the lack of cellular service within the township.  Bell Mobility’s proposal to improve cellular service within the Township of South Algonquin: construct a new 400’ tower between the village of Whitney and the East Gate of Algonquin Park; decommission the equipment (antennas) on the CBC tower located on Highway 60/127 and construct a new 400’ tower between the village of Whitney and the Madawaska tower.  Bell Mobility to initiate construction of the new tower between the village of Whitney and the East Gate of Algonquin Park this fall.
Council was given the opportunity to ask questions and have their concerns addressed during this presentation and were confident that this proposal would resolve the issue.
GUEST PRESENT:  Glen Forward attended this meeting to discuss with Council the issue of goose feces on and near the Township beach in Whitney and the possibility of excluding geese from the area of the beach and adjacent waters.  Council discussed with Mr. Forward, numerous ideas and ways to exclude geese from the beach area which resulted in the following:  educate the public (send a public notice to waterfront owners to refrain from feeding the geese); Mr. Forward to assist Council in finding out the process for obtaining a permit from the Ministry of Natural Resources; contact other municipalities to obtain ideas or suggestions.
