(a)  Questionnaire:  The intention is to have this document distributed to all individuals within the Township of South Algonquin and then compile the information to assist with the development of the Township’s Official Plan.
(b) Community Profile:  Most of the information contained in this document has been compiled by the under graduate students.  During a review some minor errors have been identified and I will recommend that the most up-to-date statistics from Stat Canada be used in all charts.
(c) Preliminary Issues Report:  Most of this information comes directly from other government agencies and Council has no control over, but the balance is gathered from other municipalities with similar interests to South Algonquin and has been included for Council’s consideration
Council is asked to review these documents and forward any comments, suggestions or

recommendations to Professor Fullerton, his Assistant Tyler Collins or Councillor Ogilvie to

assist with the development of the Official Plan for the Township.  Professor Fullerton and his 
students are also planning to return to South Algonquin sometime in January/February 2008 and 

do a presentation on the revised documents at that time.
