Current projects/issues:  a) full-time ambulance service for South Algonquin; b) Family Health Team Grant Application for a nurse practitioner, nurse, and a dietitian for the Whitney Medical Centre; c) Partnership with the Murchison & Lyell District School Board Authority for an addition to the Murchison & Lyell Public School; d) Waste Disposal Site/MNR contracting out their garbage collection/disposal.  

Forthcoming projects/priorities: a) develop a plan for the disposal of septage from South Algonquin; b) develop and implement civic addressing for South Algonquin; c) development of an Official Plan for the municipality; d) introduction of recycling.
Each Councillor was then given the opportunity to say a few words and unanimously supported the content of the inaugural speech along with the goal to investigate the possibility of decreasing taxation.
