Hall and the Bark Lake Park.

 Councillor Shalla – follow-up: funding for two new picnic tables at the Public Beach in
Whitney. Clerk H. Luckasavitch advised that funding was not included in the 2008
Budget Estimates. The Works Department is to utilize two existing township picnic
tables and have them secured at the above mentioned location.

 Councillor Harper – MNR Permit Summary follow-up: the facilities in question are
located outside the boundaries of Algonquin Park and funding is not available but other
means of assist may be available such as, materials for dock repairs, bumpers, etc.; also
exploring this avenue of assistance with the MNR in Bancroft.

 Councillor Ogilvie – requested to know the status of the Township’s application to

NOHFC for funding to renovate the Seniors Centre in Whitney. Clerk H. Luckasavitch
advised that NOHFC had received the Township’s application and it had been approved
to proceed to the Committee Stage.

 Councillor Ogilvie – Dombrowski/Henry issue regarding gate on laneway to these
properties – recommendation that Council not get any further involved at this time.

 Councillor Shalla – requested to know if the Township had received any information from
Skypower with respect to the environmental assessment for their project. Clerk H.
Luckasavitch was directed to do a follow-up on this matter.

 Councillor Harper – requested an update with respect to the Doug Adams issue. Clerk H.
Luckasavitch advised that Mr. Adams only owned Part 6, the balance of the property in
question may be the riverbed and if so Mr. Adams would deal with the MNR in Bancroft
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to acquire that property and a letter to this affect had already been forwarded to Mr.
Adams.

 Clerk H. Luckasavitch informed Council that the Township had not received any response
with respect to the Murchison & Lyell Janitorial Services Contract that had been
advertised. Inquiries will be made to other individuals as to their possible interest.

Manual Worker advertisement – discussion to take place during the closed session of Council.

Councillor Florent advised that the dock located at the swimming area in Madawaska is in need
of repairs or ribbon off as dangerous. Works Superintendent, G. Dunn to investigate this matter
and report back to Council on July 17th with his suggestions/recommendations.
