o Williams Design Company submitted proposed drawing to fix counters at the Madawaska
Multi-Purpose Building.

e Whitfield Plumbing, Heating & Air Conditioning provided a credit invoice for $264.00 in
regards to the removal and reinstallation of the plumbing at the Madawaska rink.

e Hydro Oneis offering a program to replace light bulbs with more energy efficient ones.
Hydro visited our facilities and provided areport on the potentia cost savings aswell as the
cost to change al of the bulbsin each building. The program will supply upgrades up to
$1,000.00 for each account. Thereisan option to stop at the $1,000.00 and have no costs or
to pay the extrato retrofit each entire building.

e Theliability insurance that we used to offer for our hall rentals has been discontinued.

Non-alcoholic events do not require this type of insurance and
Municipal Insurance Services will offer us a price to cover thistype of event. Recreation
events will still be covered under our insurance as in the past.

on the outside of the municipa office.
e Tim Fulford informed that he has $5,000.00 in trust from the attempted sale of the old
recreation hall.
o Downspouts at the new Madawaska building need to have an extension or an elbow inserted.
e Spoke to solicitors Henderson, Johnson and Fournier regarding right-of-way on Douglas
Road for Abplanal p/Christopher sale to Northcote. Informed the solicitors that we would not
be granting the right-of-way.
