COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councillor Belisle:  DISTRICT OF NIPISSING SOCIAL SERVICES ADMINISTRATION 
BOARD (DNSSAB)
· Pleased to report that the Board of Directors approved a motion at its September 13th meeting committing funding for a full-time permanent ambulance service for South Algonquin subject to final approval by the Ministry of Health & Long Term Care for their portion of the funding (i.e. 50%).  The Pilot Project ending October 10th has proven to the Board’s satisfaction that the need for ambulance service is justified.

· On Saturday, September 30th Russ Holmberg (Supervisory Officer, Murchison and Lyell District School Authority) and Gerry Belisle (Councillor Dickens Ward) met with M.P.P. John Yakabuski to protest the improper designation of Dickens Ward to a school board outside the geographic boundaries of South Algonquin despite the existence of a District School Authority within the municipality.  The accumulated education taxes from Dickens Ward being directed to Renfrew County were also challenged.  A letter reflecting these concerns was given to M.P.P. Yakabuski requesting that it be hand delivered to the Deputy Minister of Education in Toronto seeking its endorsement.
